ONE_BLOCK WONDER

Supplies: Ruler, longest you have; Straight pins(flowers best): Sewing machine with ¼ inch foot; Mini-Iron works best but any will do; Rotary cutting equipment(new blade); a Design wall

Fabric: Large print with some plain background, variety of colors, no stripes or lines. To make a twin – double size 5-6 yards; Queen size 9 yards. You need six repeats for any size quilt; If repeat is 6-8 inches you will need 12-18 repeats. DO NOT PRE-WASH FABRIC
Method:

1. Cut entire length of main fabric in half lengthwise, 21 to 22 inches from selvage.

2. Square the 21 to 22 inch end of one half, set other half aside

3. Measure length between fabric repeats, pick a motif along selvage, find next matching motif and measure distance between them, this is the magic number that you will use to cut your fabric lengths. It will also determine how much fabric you need. 

4. Cut first rectangle from squared off end using magic number to determine length.

5. Place first rectangle just cut out on remaining fabric top so the print matches. Cut second rectangle.

6. Using second rectangle cut remaining layers needed, This pattern needs six layers.

7. Press individually, if needed, carefully along lengthwise grain then stack layers on top of each other, matching motif.

8. Using flower pins, pick a point on first layer and put pins straight through all layers hitting the same point on each layer, do this by lifting each layer. Slide pin through all layers to hold in place. Do this about 4 times across width of fabric layer, smoothing fabric around each pin as you go.

9. When you are happy that all six layers are aligned, remove pins. Even up the top with rotary cutter and ruler (widest edge) of stack.

10. From this stack of fabric cut 3 ¾ inch wide strips starting from the top edge.

11. Move each strip away from the stack and cut 60 degree triangles using a ruler or template, cut one side of triangle then place rule on other side and cut and continue to the end of strip. Each pile of triangles will become a hexagon block.

12. Sew two triangles together with straight grain along outside edge using ¼ inch seam. PRESS ALL SEAMS OPEN Sew third triangle on to first two triangles to make a half hexagon. Repeat for the other half. Do not sew half hexagons together at this time.

13. When half hexagons are made, start arranging them in rows on design wall in a pattern and color scheme you wish.

14. Start sewing the half hexagons together in rows. Join rows matching seams of all triangles. Use half hexagons on top and bottom and square off sides to make the quilt top. Add borders as desired.

15. Follow steps 2 through 12 with the other half of WOF for another set or use this length for borders.
